On a motion by Commissioner Weckman Brekke, seconded by Commissioner Wolf, the Minutes of April 7,
2020 were approved on a roll call vote.

(5) Recognition of Interested Citizens:

John Myser spoke of his perception of elected officials’ duties and the legalities of suspending a driver’s
license. He also requested a copy of the County’s liability policy as it pertains to torts.

(6) Consent Agenda:

Mr. Winiecki reported County Highway Department staff has been
monitoring the CH 21/CH 91 intersection and reviewing various long-term solutions to address operations and
safety. It was demonstrated that this intersection meets warrants for signalization. Due to the extended lead
time for manufacturing and delivery and to expedite the installation, staff is requesting to pre-purchase the
traffic signal hardware and control equipment to furnish to the construction contractor. This process has been
used on previous projects.

Background/Justification:

The purpose of this agenda item is to adopt Resolution No. 2020-079; Authorizing Entering Into a Cooperative
Agreement With the City of Shakopee for Operation Maintenance and Repair of the Event Traffic Management
System

In collaboration with its agency partners, Scott County designed and constructed an event Traffic Management
System (TMS) to help alleviate traffic issues during major events at Canterbury Park, Mystic Lake Casino, and




Valleyfair Amusement Park, and to inform motorists on the county/state system of traffic issues due to
congestion and flooding. The TMS was constructed in 2018 and fully utilized in 2019.

The TMS, which includes 10 dynamic message boards (DMS), 5 pan/tilt/zoom cameras (PTZ), 3 nonintrusive
detection devices (NID) and numerous static signs, was activated for 24 events spanning 28 days in 2019.
The TMS is jointly operated by the Scott County Highway Department, the City of Shakopee Police
Department, and the Minnesota Department of Transportation. These agencies work in coordination with
Canterbury Park, Mystic Lake Casino, and Valleyfair Amusement Park to activate and manage the TMS during
high traffic generating events.

There are significant costs associated with operating and maintaining the TMS. The TMS is hosted and
operated on a software platform maintained by ITERIS. The fee for ITERIS to host and operate this software
platform is approximately $22,500 per year. Scott County has also entered into an Agreement with Egan
Company to perform routine preventative maintenance and repair of the 7 DMS boards maintained by the
County. This cost is approximately $20,000 per year. In addition, there are hardware repairs that will be
required for the DMS, PTZ, NIDs and static signage that comprise the TMS system. This repair cost is
estimated to be $15,000 annually.

Funding for Scott County’s share of these costs is paid for out of the Highway Operations annual operating
budget. The budget was amended for 2020 and assumed the cost sharing of the City of Shakopee and the
Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community (SMSC). In order to distribute these costs among the agency
partners, the City has agreed to contribute 33% toward the cost of the TMS operation and maintenance. Scott
County is seeking similar contribution from the SMSC via a separate agreement.

Utilizing Investments to Leverage Development (BUILD) Grant Application for the US Highway 169 Freight
Mobility and Safety Investments in Jordan and Sand Creek Township.




The US Department of Transportation has released a solicitation for transportation projects across the country
under the second round of the BUILD discretionary grant program. Availability of $1 billion for this competitive
grant program has been set in the fiscal year 2020 Appropriations Act. BUILD focuses on projects that will
have a significant local or regional impact that emphasize improved access to reliable, safe, and affordable
transportation for communities in rural areas. The BUILD Grant Application is due on May 18th.

US Highway 169 is a Principal Arterial on an interregional corridor that serves as a key freight connection
between southern Minnesota, including Mankato, and the Twin Cities metro area, including the Ports of
Savage. The signal in Jordan at Trunk Highway (TH) 282 and County Highway (CH) 9 is the last signalized
intersection on US 169 in Scott County. CH 9 provides a Minnesota River crossing connection to Carver
County.

The proposed BUILD Grant project is intended to improve mobility for freight and regional traffic on US 169
and improve reliable and safe access to US 169 for residents of Jordan and Sand Creek Township. The
proposed project will construct an interchange at the existing at-grade intersection of US 169 and TH 282/CH 9
and construct a grade separation of the rail crossing on CH 9 in the City of Jordan. The project will also
construct a trail connecting concentrated residential areas north of US 169 to the City of Jordan trail system. In
Sand Creek Township, the project will construct an overpass across US 169 and the UP-Rail line connecting
Berkshire Avenue and Jordan Avenue between 173" Street and 166" Street and construct a southbound
acceleration lane from 173" Street onto US 169. The project would also include various turn lane and access
modifications; median closures at Bluff and 166" on US 169; disconnecting Jordan Avenue from US 169 and
extending the road south to connect to 173" Street; and upgrading the gravel portion of Valley View Drive to a
paved road in the Township.

Sand Creek Township has numerous industrial businesses that utilize Bluff Drive as their main access for
customers and freight on and off US 169. There have been crashes in this area over the years and the removal
of signals in the corridor may further reduce the gaps available for vehicles to make left turns onto US 169.
Sand Creek Township conducted a grass roots study effort in 2018 to look at phased improvements needed to
serve the businesses around Bluff Drive. The Minnesota Department of Transportation (MNnDOT) has offered to
fund the extension of Berkshire Ave to Bluff Drive and an acceleration lane from Bluff Drive to northbound

US 169 as a Highway Safety Improvement Project (HSIP) in 2022. The Sand Creek project elements included
the BUILD Application would complement and enhance those 2022 HSIP improvements.

Fiscal Impact:
The proposed project is not included in the adopted Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). It is

anticipated that if the project is selected, it will be added in the next TIP update. The federal grant requires a
minimum 20 percent local match for the project. If funding is secured, the funding match obligations will be
identified in the annual update of the County’s TIP. Remaining funds are anticipated to come from multiple
sources including State, County, and City funds, including Transportation Sales Tax funds.

Projects to the Transportation Advisory Board (TAB) for Consideration in the 2020 Regional Solicitation
Process.

The Metropolitan Council, in partnership with TAB, is requesting project submittals for federal funding under
the Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBGP), Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Program
(CMAQ) and Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP). This funding provides up to 80 percent of the project
construction cost. The local agency submitting the applications must commit to providing at least 20 percent




local match and maintaining the constructed facilities for their useful life. Approximately $180 million in federal
funds is anticipated to be available in this solicitation for program years 2024 and 2025 for projects in the
Seven County Twin Cities Metropolitan Area. Project submittals are due on May 15, 2020 for all applications.
The Highway Safety Improvement Program Solicitation (HSIP) applications are administered by the Minnesota
Department of Transportation (MnDOT) and are due July 1, 2020. Any HSIP applications will be brought to the
County Board for consideration in June as a separate action.

Funding applications are categorized by transportation mode (auto/roadway, bike/pedestrian, transit) instead of
by funding program. The applications also include considerations based on measures emphasized in Thrive
MSP 2040, including project relationship to regional economy, equity and affordable housing, and system
preservation and modernization.

Staff is recommending three projects be submitted for scoring under the regional solicitation process. If
successful, project dates will need to be aligned with federal funding. The selection process timeline will allow

Background/Justification:

The purpose of this agenda item is to adopt Resolution No. 2020-080; Approving the City of Elko New Market
(City) 2040 Comprehensive Surface Water Management Plan, December 2019.

The City of Elko New Market submitted a draft Comprehensive Surface Water Management Plan to the Scott
Watershed Management Organization (Scott WMQO) on December 18, 2019. A copy of their draft Surface
Water Plan was also submitted to the Metropolitan Council for review. Per Minnesota Statute 103B.235, Subd.
3, the Scott WMO had 60 days to complete its review of a local water plan. The Scott WMO must also take




into consideration comments submitted by the Metropolitan Council on the local water plan. Both Scott WMO
and Metropolitan Council staff reviewed the Comprehensive Surface Water Management Plan and submitted
final comments to the City in March 2020.

On April 27, 2020 the Watershed Planning Commission met and was presented information on the process of
the City’s Plan and unanimously recommended the Comprehensive Surface Water Management Plan be
submitted to the Scott County Board for approval.

Background/Justification:

The purpose of this agenda item is to adopt Resolution No. 2020-087; Authorizing Entering Into a Three-Party
Right-of-Way Contribution Agreement With Canterbury Park Entertainment LLC, the City of Shakopee, and
Scott County to Facilitate Right-of-Way Needs for the County Highway 83 Modernization Project.




Canterbury is re-developing its property to include a multi-phased development known as Canterbury

Commons that will contain a mix of housing, retail, hotel, and entertainment uses (“Canterbury Commons”).
The City of Shakopee is planning a hew public roadway system known as the Canterbury Commons Public
Infrastructure Projects to accommodate the redevelopment known as Canterbury Commons. See Exhibit 1.

In 2016, the City, in partnership with Scott County, completed a corridor visioning project that developed a
corridor modernization concept for County Highway (CH) 83. The City and Canterbury requested that the
County program a County Highway 83 modernization project (“CH 83 Project”) primarily to accommodate the
Canterbury Commons redevelopment project. Scott County subsequently applied for and received two grants
for construction funding:

1) a modernization grant from the Regional Solicitation; and

2) a grant for pavement enhancement from the Minnesota Highway Freight Program.

These Grants will cover a portion of the cost of the project, which includes trails, sidewalks, stormwater
upgrades, turn lanes, and geometrics primarily designed to support the traffic needs generated by Canterbury
Commons and other development nearby.

In 2018 the City completed an area wide transportation study specifically for the proposed Canterbury
Commons re-development project and proposed Tax Increment District Financing (TIF). The attached figure
(Exhibit 2) from that study shows the County’s Project CP 83-24 as Improvement Number 1. The City’s
east-west city collector street, known as Unbridled Ave (Unbridled), is on a new alignment as Improvement
Number 11 (City Project CP CIF 19-004-11). The third project is a future north-south local city collector street
(Local Street) on new alignment as Improvement Number 13. Unbridled, County Highway 83, and the Local
Street have proposed right-of-way needs on each party’s real property. The County is authorized to exchange
and convey land for right-of-way purposes, pursuant to Minn. Stat. Secs. 373.01 and 375.18. Each party
desires to work together to contribute the right of way needs for these various roadway projects.

Specifically, both Unbridled Ave and the proposed Local Street impact a County owned property known as the
Work Force Center (WFC) (PIN 27-904-010-3 and shown in the attached Exhibit 3). This 5-acre tract was
acquired in 2002 by the County from Canterbury to meet additional parking needs for the WFC. It abuts the
WFC site on the west. This tract of land is primarily undeveloped except for the southeast corner of this tract
which has a 54-space parking lot that is principally used by Southwest Metro School District, as tenant/owner
in the WFC.

The City is leading the Unbridled Avenue project. This roadway will serve as the new main entrance into
Canterbury Park for its races and major events. The roadway connects into CH 83 at Valley Industrial
Boulevard South. The road continues west to Shenandoah Drive within the Canterbury development. The City
is paying for the project with TIF funding and construction will commence in the Spring of 2020. For Unbridled
Avenue, the County will grant easements for right-of-way (19,078 sf), drainage and utility (3,168.0 sf), and a
temporary construction easement (5,508.5 sf) as shown on the Parcel Sketch (Exhibit 4) across the northerly
portion of the 5-acre County owned property.

The City will also lead the proposed Local Street Project. This future street is a collector roadway that will
connect into Unbridled on the north and traverse through Canterbury Commons, connecting to 12 Avenue on
the south end, providing internal circulation for the development. The City has indicated that the roadway
construction will be paid for utilizing the TIF funds and abutting property owners will not be assessed for the
infrastructure improvements. The City standard for right-of-way on commercial industrial collector roadway is
80 feet wide. Several concept alignments have been discussed over the last two years with the City,
Canterbury, and the County. A north-south collector roadway to support internal circulation of this new
development anticipated on the Canterbury property is a desirable objective, the County agrees to support that
objective by contributing the necessary right-of-way. The City’s and Canterbury’s preferred alignment bisects
the WFC property in a curvilinear alignment on the north end of the property to Unbridled Street. Initially, the
County preferred a westerly alignment but after a workshop on April 215 with the County Board, staff received
direction to move forward with the City and Canterbury’s preferred alignment. The construction date for this
project has not been established but it will be constructed with TIF funds in 2021 or after.



In 2021 the County CH 83 modernization project is programed for construction and final design is nearly
complete. The project converts the existing undivided four lane County Highway to a divided four lane highway
with a median separating opposing traffic, turn lanes at intersecting streets, and adds trail/sidewalk
improvements. At the Unbridled intersection, CH 83 will have double left turn lanes and a signal which is
needed to accommodate event traffic for Canterbury.

The City and Canterbury will grant the right-of-way needed for the CH 83 project in exchange for the
right-of-way needed for the City street projects which support the appropriate circulation through the
Canterbury Commons Public Infrastructure Projects.

The right-of-way needs for CH 83 on City and Canterbury properties involve two city acquired parcels (PINs
27-406-001-0 and 27-406-002-0), an existing city parcel (PIN 27-055-010-0), and two Canterbury properties
(PINs 27-450-002-0 and 27-450-003-0). On the City owned parcel (PIN 27-406-002-0) at the southwest corner
of Unbridled and CH83, there will be a shared stormwater facility.

Background/Justification:

The purpose of this agenda item is to approve an Amendment to the Master Service Agreement with
Goosebusters, Inc. for Dr. Michael R. Wilcox, M.D. to establish a Jail Nursing Contingency Plan.

While planning to address potential impacts of COVID-19, the Jail medical unit was identified as a priority
critical service and is operated with few qualified staff members. Realizing the significant impact a long-term




employee absence in this area would produce, it was recommended that a contingency plan be implemented
as soon as possible.

Attention was focused toward two vendors currently or previously servicing the Jail in a similar capacity due to
their familiarization with our facility and operations. It was quickly determined that accessing the current
County Medical Director Dr. Wilcox’s organization of Community Paramedics was the most seamless and
fiscally responsible option. The Community Paramedics served in the Jail as late as July 30, 2019.

This Amendment allows for the Jail to request and receive Community Paramedic support at any time through
the end of the Master Agreement (December 31, 2022). Under the direction of Medical Director Dr. Wilcox,
Community Paramedics will be provided to work in the Jail for an hourly rate of $50.00. Their responsibilities
will mirror that of our nurses, to the extent their credentials allow.

No use or compensation is guaranteed under this Amendment, but rather puts in place the ability to exercise,
upon short notice, the use of Community Paramedics in the event they are needed. The annual maximum total
compensation of the Master Agreement will be increased from $121,380 to $150,000 to allow for use without
the need to return to Board for an additional change.

Fiscal Impact:
There is no fiscal impact currently anticipated. In the event this Amendment needs to be exercised for a

substantial length of time, the Sheriff's Office will work with the Office of Management and Budget to address
the budget impact.

Background/Justification:

Scott County continues to be impacted by an outbreak of a respiratory disease caused by a novel coronavirus
that was first detected in China and which now has been detected across the world, including in Minnesota.
e On March 11, the World Health Organization declared COVID-19 as a pandemic.
On March 13, the President of the United States declared a national emergency for the COVID-19
outbreak.
¢ On March 13, the Governor of Minnesota declared a statewide disaster.
¢ On March 17, the Scott County Board declared a local state of emergency due to the pandemic.

As part of the State of Minnesota Executive Order 20-20 (Stay at Home Minnesota) the Governor has ordered
the closure of all non-essential business and encourages teleworking from home when at all possible until April
10; which was extended through May 3 by Executive Order 20-33. The Governor has also ordered the
extension of the peacetime emergency until May 13, 2020 through Executive Order 20-35.

With these orders, many businesses have closed causing hundreds of thousands of people to be laid off from
their jobs. In the times of financial hardship, residents have contacted the County asking if considerations on
property tax payments were being contemplated.

MS 8§375.192 dictates the process by which to request the reduction or abatement of valuation and taxes. The
County has no independent authority to modify or change that provision with the exception to delegate to the
County Auditor, any authority, power, or responsibility that is assigned to the County Board only for
abatements less than $10,000. This delegation was granted by resolution #2001-005.

MS §273.1231-273.1235 provides for tax relief as it relates to destroyed properties due to disasters or
emergencies. Once again, the legislation is very specific to destroyed properties and the ability for them to be
able to get relief through an abatement or credit to their tax liability. The County has no authority in this area
apart from the granting of local option disaster abatements where at least 50% of the property is destroyed.
These occur generally when buildings have been partially or entirely destroyed due to a fire in a singular or
limited area. This would not include abatements for disasters or emergencies where the state or federal
government has declared disaster or emergency areas (such as major floods, tornados, and other disasters
that were broad in nature).

MS §279.01 grants the County Board, along with the concurrence of the County Treasurer, the ability to abate
penalty against current year property taxes if they find that the imposition of the penalty would be unjust or
unreasonable. The term ‘hardship’ has been used when the findings of unjust or unreasonable were found to
be true. In the prior policy, financial hardships did not fall within this definition. The definition was limited to the
death or incapacitation of the taxpayer(s) or in the immediate family occurring within 3 days of the due date,
extreme iliness that prevents the taxpayer from making a timely payment, an accident within 1 business day of
the due date, or a destructive fire occurring within 1 business day of the due date.

The COVID-19 pandemic is a crisis that wasn’t even considered when the old policies were created and
approved. Due the major economic downturn, high unemployment rate, and personal financial constraints, it is
the desire of staff to revise the policy to include terms that could address the lateness of some payments by
taxpayers who were impacted by this pandemic.

As the pandemic crisis continues to unfold, Staff are proposing that penalties due on the 1% half of the current
year tax get abated as long as payments are received by July 15, 2020, and as long as the following criteria is
met:
e The property is not escrowed and taxes paid by a mortgage or service company
The property is not considered public personal property (railroad and utility property)
e The taxpayer can make application for abatement of penalty and provide documentation as to how the
pandemic has caused them hardship
o Hardship shall be identified as: a tragedy or casualty suffered by the taxpayer, where sufficient
documentation can be provided, that results in erroneous valuations or classifications of
property, or late payments of taxes. Hardships are limited to the death or incapacitation of the



taxpayer(s) or in the immediate family occurring within three (3) days of due date, extreme
illness that prevents the taxpayer(s) or immediate family from making a timely payment, an
accident occurring within one (1) business day of the due date, or a destructive fire occurring
within one (1) business day of the due date.

It shall not include any payments with a claim of financial hardship unless the financial hardship
is directly related to a state, federal or local emergency declaration and the taxpayer can
provide documentation as to the impact the declaration or event has had on them. No taxpayer
who has an annual tax liability of $100,000 or more on one or a combination of parcels, are
eligible under this provision.

Operational Clause

¢ Shall require that if an abatement of tax is granted, any overpayment or refund that would be due would
only be sent to the taxpayer if the property taxes for all years have been paid.

The Financial Policy will include the Delegation by County Board of any authority, power, or responsibility
assigned to the Board to the County Auditor, or their designee, under MS §375.192 and can set conditions for
the delegation if they chose. The delegation may be revoked without good cause or prior notice. This
delegation allows for the reviewing and granting of tax abatements of less than $10,000 due to the reduction or
abatement of estimated market value or error in classification. This also includes the approval of the County
Assessor. This delegation has been in existence since 2001 but was part of a policy rescinded with this action.

Fiscal Impact:

Penalty in 2019 was $160,000. The 2020 budget includes $270,000 in penalty and interest to be collected
which will be impacted with the approval of this item. Penalties and interest on delinquent taxes are not
allowed under this provision.

WHEREAS, on March 17, the Scott County Board declared a Local State of Emergency due to the
pandemic; and

WHEREAS, the Governor passed Executive Order 20-20 causing the closure of non-essential services
and ordered a Stay at Home which directed Minnesotans to shelter in place until April 10, further ordered through
Executive Order 20-33 until May 4; and

WHEREAS, the federal and state governments have attempted to respond to the financial needs of
individuals and businesses with stimulus programs, but will require all local governments to also take actions to
further assist in financial relief for the same, including the abatement of penalties on taxes if timely paid, and if
conditions are met; and

WHEREAS, the County Board provides for County services that support the business community and its
residents and recognizes the financial burdens placed on them due to the pandemic, and wishes to support the
business community and County residents by ensuring a competitive property tax burden for all; and

WHEREAS, counties are responsible for the collection and distribution of all property taxes levied by all
governments that support essential services, including those critical to COVID-19 response efforts; and

WHEREAS, property taxes are the fundamental revenue source for local government to ensure
sustainability of essential services and statutory mandates and when payments are not received timely, penalties
shall accrue based upon statutory mandates; and

WHEREAS, Scott County wishes to rescind past policies and informal procedures relating to the
Abatement of Tax, Penalty and Interest and amend the Financial Policy that would include the parameters by
which these should be granted, including times where federal, state, or local emergency declarations have been
issued.
